Photographs for Personal Licence Application

You will need to obtain two Passport style photographs of yourself.

The photographs must be 45mm by 35mm, show the full face uncovered (without
sunglasses and unless the applicant wears a head covering due to their religious
beliefs, without a head covering), and be taken against a light background so that the
applicant’s features are distinguishable and contrast against the background.

One of these photographs will need to be signed by a person fitting the description
given below*, verifying that it is a true likeness of yourself. This needs to be on the
back of the photograph and STAPLED, at the edge, onto the space below. Also you
will need to fill in the details below.
